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d) uploading to on-line reading rooms,
e) placing on the market,
f) entering into online databases and repositories.

I.	Administrator
The Administrator of the Author’s personal data processed while dealing with the submitted monograph is the President of Statistics Poland, Al. Niepodległości 208, 00-925 Warsaw.
II.	Data Protection Inspector
The Data Protection Inspector (IOD), appointed by the Administrator, may be contacted by means of:

The IOD deals exclusively with cases which relate to the processing of the Author’s personal data by the Administrator, including the exercising of the Author’s rights resulting from the GDPR.
III.	Objectives and legal grounds for processing the Author’s personal data
The Author’s personal data will be processed in the course of deciding about the publishing or not of the submitted monograph, pursuant to Article 6 (1) (a) of the GDPR (the person to whom the data applies has given his/her consent to the processing of his/her personal data for one or more specified purposes) or Article 6 (1) (e) of the GDPR (in connection to the Administrator’s performing tasks in the public interest or exercising the Administrator’s official authority) with regard to Article 25 (1) (17)[footnoteRef:2] of the law on official statistics – to popularise statistics-related knowledge.
